Participant Waiver & Release of Liability

This Waiver and Release of Liability (“Agreement”) is entered into by the undersigned
participant (“Participant”) in connection with their enrollment and participation in the Trail Ready
Program™ (“Program”), organized and conducted by Trail Ready Program™, LLC, its directors,
trainers, volunteers, representatives, and affiliates (collectively, “Trail Ready”).

1. Assumption of Risk

Participants understand that hiking, outdoor activities, and fitness training inherently involve
risks, including but not limited to slips, falls, dehydration, wildlife encounters, adverse weather,
equipment failure, or other unforeseen hazards. The participant voluntarily assumes all risks,
whether known or unknown, associated with participation in the Program.

2. Release of Liability
